“Grant offered by LaSalle College International (LCI) Vancouver” 2011-2012


Contest participation rules

	1) How to participate 


	a) Duration of contest
The contest will open to the public February 1st, 2012. The contest will begin February 1st, 2012 at 9:00 a.m. and end at precisely 3:00 p.m. pacific time on February 15, 2012. The draw will take place at LaSalle College International (LCI) Vancouver, February 27, 2012 at 2:00 p.m. There will be one drawing per career fair.


b) Contest details
During the Education and Career Fairs, LCI Vancouver in collaboration with EFC, will give away a grant of $2,000 for each fair. This credit will be dispersed towards the student’s tuition in equal amounts based on the length of the program. The difference of the tuition must be paid by the student. The credit cannot be applied toward registration, administration fees, books, or materials and has no cash value.


The contest will be promoted by diverse media: television, newspaper, and radio as well as LCI Vancouver and ECF websites. These promotional messages are meant to invite people to register, either by visiting lasallecollegevancouver.com, educationcareerfairs.com or by going directly to the LCI Vancouver kiosk of the Education and Career Fairs to fill out a participation form.


Participants who will have filled out a participation form electronically at lasallecollegevancouver.com starting from February 1st, 2012 or at the LCI Vancouver kiosk during the Education and Career Fairs on February 10, 13, 15, 2012, will get an opportunity to double their chances of winning by liking the LCI Vancouver Facebook page, or even tripling their chances by sharing the contest on Facebook with at least one friend. 

 
This contest is offered across Canada with the exception of Quebec. This grant can be applied to LCI Vancouver   only.  No purchase is necessary and a person can participate as many times as he or she wishes. The odds of becoming one of our grant recipients are one in 10,000.


c) How to register
For a chance at winning this grant, participants must either sign up for the contest at lasallecollegevancouver.com, or fill out a participation form at the LCI Vancouver kiosk during the Education and Career Fairs.

d) Prize details
The prize to win is one grant per career fair of $2000 in value which will be dispersed in equal amounts throughout a program’s duration towards the student’s tuition. Selected from those offered by the LCI Vancouver campus. The grant does not cover registration or administration fees, expenses for books or school supplies. Should a winning student choose a Diploma program of 5 terms or any other program, LCI Vancouver will offer a credit of a maximum value of $2000 towards their tuition fees. The difference must be paid by the student. The school reserves the right to cancel any program offered should there be insufficient enrolment.



	
2) Draw 

	
In order to determine the winner of these grants, a draw from the total of participation forms received from each fair will be held on February 27, 2012at 2:00 p.m.

The winning person will be contacted by email and by telephone one week after the draw. The person will then have to submit the answer to a mathematical equation. If the person succeeds, he or she will then receive a letter from the College directorate confirming his or her status and informing the winner about how to obtain their prize. Once contacted the winner has two weeks to claim their winnings. 

The name of the winner for each fair will be published on March 1st, 2012 on the LCI Vancouver and the Education and Career Fairs websites.
  


	
3) Eligibility

	To be eligible for this grant, the winner must be eligible for the chosen program and fulfill all admission requirements. The student must also maintain an attendance level of 80%, a GPA of 75% or more, and be enrolled as a full time student.

The following individuals are not eligible for this contest: employees, agents and representatives of LCI Vancouver, of the ECF, their affiliates, corporate sponsors and any person living with them. Students of LCI Vancouver and of the LaSalle International network at large are also not eligible for this contest. 

	

4) Conditions for obtaining the $2000 grant 

	The winner will receive a letter from the College directorate confirming his or her winning status and the steps to redeem the prize. The prize will need to be redeemed by March 9, 2012. Moreover, the prize must be used towards enrolment for the May 2012, September 2012 or January 2013 semesters. Should the prize winner refuse or fail to claim their prize within the time limit, the prize will then be transferred to the next eligible participant.

The maximum value of this prize is of $2000, (no cash value), towards tuition dispersed in equal amounts throughout the duration of the program, excluding registration or administration fees, school books or supplies. 

Each prize (a $2000 grant) is transferable to an immediate family member or friend, but not for resale nor redeemable for cash.

By participating in this contest, the winner authorizes the contest organizers, contributors and their representatives to use, if required, a winner’s name, photo, image, city of residence and any statement made relating to the prize and (or) a winner’s voice for advertising purposes. By no means will the winner be remunerated or compensated for the promotional usage of the information listed above. 

Any litigation respecting the conduct or organization of a publicity contest may be submitted to the Competition Bureau for a ruling. Refusing to accept the prize ($2000 grant) relieves LCI Vancouver and ECF of any obligation related to the stipulated prize or its delivery.



	
5) Privacy/ use of information 

Your personal information remains strictly confidential and will never be passed on to a third party without your prior consent. All the information you submit in the participation form will allow us to study your file and respond to your request.






6) General rules

These are the official contest rules. Each participant’s registrations is subject to be verified by the contest organizers. LCI Vancouver and ECF assume zero responsibility regarding incorrect or inaccurate transcription or registration of contest entry information, technical malfunctions, lost/delayed data transmission, omission, interruption, deletion, defect, faulty, incomplete, incomprehensible, or erased computer or network transmissions, line failures of any telephone network, failure of computer equipment, software, inability to access any online service or website, inability to submit the online survey, any other error or malfunction or combination of any of these elements.

Participants accept all risks, including risk of injury or death that is associated to the use of the prize.
